GENERAL INFORMATION

SELECTION OF COLOURS:

While selecting colours, the artist should study the suitability of
colours to his/her purpose. It is advisable to always go through
the instructions on the pack. Using colours which are not
suitable for his/her purpose may give unsatisfactory results.

Any unconventional use of colours on any unconventional
surface may be undertaken by the artist at his/her own risk.

The company will not be in a position to offer any
compensation in such cases. Any product with a manufacturing
defect with respect to raw materials or workmanship may,
however, be replaced with a good product. It cannot be
extended to “compensation for the work spoilt due to use of the
defective product.”

PERMANENCY RATING FOR COLOURS:

No form of permanency rating for colours can be absolute.
Permanency may vary for various internal and external reasons.
Permanency ratings are mentioned in the catalogue/products in
order to assist the artist in selecting appropriate colours for
his/her specific purpose. Mentioned here are the ‘three levels of
permanency.’

Permanency rating A: Absolutely Permanent Colours
Do not fade in mass tone, wash or glazing, but register
negligible fading in reduced tones.

Permanency rating B: Permanent Colours
Show no signs of fading in mass tone, wash or glazing, but
register fading in reduced tones.

Permanency rating C: Durable Colours
Show very slight fading in mass tone. The fading is more in

wash and glazing, appreciable more in reduced fones.

MEANING OF "HUE'

The use of word 'HUE' denotes that a substitute pigment has
been used in place of the traditionally used artists' pigment. This
is done in case the cost of the original pigment is prohibitive or
if it is very toxic. Sometimes the alternative pigment is also
introduced to increase the permanency of the colours.

DETERIORATION OF PAINTINGS — FACTORS

Light: Discolouration and yellowing of varnishes is mainly an
action of light, more so of ultra-violet rays. Paintings are at a
greater risk and should be protected by glass. It is advisable to
place paintings where they are not exposed to direct sunlight.
Lights bounced from open grounds and water bodies also harm
the paintings in a similar manner.

Heat: Heat accelerates oxidation within the paint and varnish.

Comparatively lower temperature is better for the painting and
large fluctuations in temperature are not desirable.

Humidity and Dampness: Exireme humidity and dampness can
cause fungus whereas extreme dryness contributes to internal
stress in paintings. Humidity control is as important as
temperature control for good life of paintings.

Paintings should not be stored in damp conditions where fungus
can grow. Paintings should always be stored a litlle above the
ground and away from the wall. Paintings should not be hung
on the external walls. They should always be hung in a manner
that there is air movement behind the paintings.

CLEANING OF PAINTINGS:

Paintings can be cleaned of dust with a soft dry flat brush if the
dust accumulated is not much. A simple way to avoid the build-
up of dust is fo incline the painting with the top leaning forward
of the bottom when it is hung on the wall. Periodic cleaning with
good picture cleaner would keep the colours bright and fresh. For
removing dust and soot, vacuum cleaner can be used.

Using a Backboard: This is a very effective way of protecting
the paintings. Backboard reduces the harmful effects of moisture
and dust.

TOXICITY TESTS:

As a member of the Art & Creative Materials Institute Inc.
Boston, USA, most of our art materials have been evaluated by
the institute in accordance with chronic hazards labeling
standard under auspices of The American Society for Testing
and Material (ASTM). Kokuyo Camlin products are classified
either among those for which “no health label is required”, as
they do not contain any toxic material or others requiring a
“health label with hazards warning.”

CARE OF PAINTINGS:

Paintings are creative works made by emotionally charged
professionals with many complex chemicals and hence may
deteriorate if not mounted, housed, or maintained in a proper
manner. We are therefore offering some suggestions on the
subject for the benefit of the buyers. These suggestions are given
with the best of our knowledge and experience and are in
absolute good faith. The readers are requested to use their own
discretion or consult an art restorer in case of need. Please note
that the company will not be liable in this regard.

*  Forlong life of the painting, it is desirable that it is made on

good quality acid free paper or acid free canvas.

*  The painting on paper should be glass framed with proper

mount to provide breathing gap between painting and glass.

*  While glass framing paintings use acid free mount and

back-up boards to ensure long life of paintings.

* The canvas should be stretched properly to ensure that the
colour film is neither overstretched nor slack.

*  Varnishing does help in protecting the painting from various
pollutants.

* The paintings should be housed in a well ventilated place
with neither direct nor bounced sunlight falling on it.

+  The wall on which the painting is hung or stacked should not
be damp. Please avoid external and bathroom walls.

+ Clean the paintings regularly with soft tissue and ensure that

dirt and soot is not deposited for a long time.

*  Don't touch the paintings with dirty, oily hands or after eating

food as it may invite fungus formation.

* Don't clean the paintings with the cloth used to clean

furniture, wall or floor.

* The canvas stretchers should be adjusted accordingly to
facilitate shrinkage and expansion of the canvas during
change of weather.

*  Periodically the paintings should be vacuum cleaned to get rid
of dirt, soot, etc. especially deposited on the reverse side of
painting and between canvas and stretchers.

* In case any deterioration is spotted, please contact any
qualified restorer.

CARE AND PROPER USE OF ART MATERIAL:

Art Material is essential for the artists to convert their dreams
into images. The better they are cared for, the better would be the
end result. Here are few tips for better care of the artists' material;

«  Always squeeze the tubes from the bottom to avoid drying &
wastage of colours.

» Keep the tubes properly capped after taking out the colours.

* In case of bottles and jars, don't put the brushes in the
colours. It is better to take out the required amount of colours
on the palette with a knife or spoon.

+ Lightly rub the canvas with a fine emery paper to ensure

better acceptance of colours.

*  Mediums are very important for the look and life of colours.
Use proper medium considering the pigment and application

in mind.

*  Uncontrolled turpentine can play havoc with the feel, finish
and life of the oil colours, especially in earth colours hence
due discretion is required using furpentine with oil colours.

e Acrylic colours are water soluble but water is not the medium
for Acrylic colours. Use a proper medium considering the look
and texture desired.

+ Tap water should be avoided while painting with Acrylic
Colours as it may be contaminated and cause issues like
fungus or discoloration.

« Varnishing is helpful in preventing the pollutants affecting
colours causing deterioration of the painting. However, it is
very important that the painting is 100% dried before

varnishing.

*  Brushes are very important tools for the artist and hence must
be cared well. It is better to use a proper brush washer than
putting them in any jar directly.

*  Kerosene should be avoided for washing brushes as it may

harm the colour film.

After initial cleaning with turpentine or water, as the case may
be, it would be better to wash brushes with soap and water for
through cleaning.

e Brushes must be thoroughly dried before storing in a jar
or box.

+ Keep some naphthalene balls in the brush jar for added

protection.
